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“Of what use are your many sacrifices to Me?” says the L-rd. . ..
“My soul bates them. They are a burden to Me. . .. Furthermore,
when you spread out your bands, I will bide My eyes from you.
Even when you pray at length, I do not bear, for your bands are
full of blood . . . . Learn, instead, to do good, seek justice,
strengthen the robbed, perform justice for the orpban, plead the
case of the widow. Come now; let us compare,” says the L-rd. “If
you do this, even if your sins prove to be like crimson, they will
become white as snow. ...”
