When Moshiach comes, we will see G-dliness in
everything, and all of our pursuits will be focused on
knowing G-d. At this time, our ability to learn will be
unlimited and will permeate every moment of our lives.

As a foretaste of Moshiach, we must begin learning
Torah in an unlimited way. When learning Torah
consists of opening a book or reviewing a law, it is
limited.

Moshiach.
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
